" "you don answered correctly," jesus reply. "do dis and you go live. " but im promise to justify imsef, so im
ask jesus, "and who na mai neighbor" (luke 10:25-29)?

afta relating di parable for di “good samaritan”, jesus allowed di pharisee to ansa im own kweshion. “the
expert for di law reply, ‘the one who had mercy on top him’ " (luke 10:37). Jesus told am to do wetin im knew
to do, which na to love im neighbor as imsef.
