Summary

Summary

We see that Jesus is the Lord of all, and that, in practice,
this truth means that he is the one who controls the life of
the true Christian. You cannot think about being a Christian
without bowing before Jesus, and surrendering the control
of your life into his hands. Nobody can become a Christian
without deciding to obey Him. The Christian's goal is to be
like him and obedient to him in everything. But remember
the high price Jesus paid to be your Lord. He gave his life
for you and now requires that you live for him. Reflect on
these truths. Ask yourself if you are ready to call Jesus
Lord, knowing the commitment that this confession implies
in your life.

Summary

You should now know that you, like the rest of us, are a
sinner who deserves God’s condemnation and death. But
“God so loved the world that He gave his only begotten
son” in order to be able to give us life. Jesus, because he
loves you, was crucified on the cross of Calvary to pay the
price for all your sins.

Summary

For you to leave behind the world of sin and become a
Christian, you must hear and understand the good news of
Jesus Christ. Believe that Jesus is the Son of God who lived
a sinless life, died on the cross in your place and then rose
from the dead on the third day. You must repent of your
sins, deciding sincerely that you are going to live in
submission to the Lord Jesus. You must confess Him as
Lord and be baptized (immersed) in water, in the name of
Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins. Doing this,
you begin the Christian life, free of the fear of God's
punishment and secure in the hope of eternal life in Christ.
Stop now and reflect on your need to become a Christian.
If you have already been converted to Christ, ask yourself
if your conversion was according to the Bible or not.

Summary

The Christian life is a life of participation and involvement
in the church, in evangelism and in good works. To be a
Christian means a serious commitment that you must think
about beforehand.

In these readings you will learn how to remain in
possession of eternal life that God gave you when you
became a Christian. Remember that many may say “I am a
Christian” or “I am saved” but the life of a true Christian
will reveal itself in deeds.

But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have
fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus, his
Son, purifies us from all sin.”

These passages should motivate you to think seriously
about your decision to obey the gospel of Jesus Christ.

The decision
is yours. Do you really want to become a true Christian,
freed from the guilt of sin? Do you want to escape death
and enter into eternal life?
